Letter from Grace Harris, letter from Idaho PHC wanting our club to run show flyer for their show in out newsletter.
Presentation of Bills: Jeri Stone – motion made to pay Secretarial bills - passed
Treasurer Report: Tina Slater was not present – will have final report on Banquet expenses at next meeting
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WA Bred Paint Registry: Debbie Moore was not at the meeting.

WSPHC Website: Diane Williams was not at the meeting.

WSPHC Youth Club:  Gladys Doidge was unable to attend but there was discussion on the recent 4-H Valentine Showmanship Clinic held at Slater Stables.  It was a success but there were only two WSPHC youth members present – reports back from the 
4-H Leaders and kids who participated were very favorable.  It was suggested that next year we be more organized and have more notice to 4-H groups – can be put on 4-H Website.  But February was good time to have it.
Zone One: Jeri Stone reported from the February meeting held in The Dallas, OR.  Zone One has signed a 3 year contract – 2006- 2008 with Linn County Fair & Expo Center for a flat fee – includes all fairground facilities plus 1st. shavings in stalls – does not include portable toilets, portable stalls, outside electric contract, portable generators or extra shavings.  2006 Z. O. Show will be
five whole days – starting at 8:00 a.m.  Classes & NWCC Futurities have been rearranged so show should not run too late.

Added High Point Solid Paint Bred/Breeding Stock and Yearling High Point Awards – Jackets – sheets for reserve.  NO ARRIVALS before Tuesday – 8:00 a.m.  Need Scribes to help judges during some classes – Trail, Reining, etc.  If interesting contact Will Smith or Jeri Stone.  There will be Grand and Reserve Champion ribbons for Solid Paint Bred/Breeding Stock halter.  Awards for High Points Saddles – similar to last year – Jackets for Res., Class Average Buckles and class average to 2nd. 3rd. & 4th.  Sheets for 3rd. 4th. & 5th., High Points in all Youth and Amateur and Novice Amateur.  Trail Warm-up will be $10.00 – on course for more time,  Jumping Warm-up will be $5.00.  Half of the monies for Trail Warm-up will go to Annie Suratt and the rest plus monies taken in for Jumping Warm-up and the two Schooling Classes will got to help pay for jump set up and renting jumps.
Stall fee:  $90.00 plus first bedding.  Late fee after August 1 - $125.00.  After Show starts $135.00 – if available.  Class fees up a little from 2005.  It was discussed at the Z. O. Meeting to have Bag Shavings instead of bulk shavings at the 2006 Z. O. Show.  A couple of people are looking into having someone provide and distribute them at the show for a fee.  WSPHC members voted
NWCC Report: Becky Rutledge reported that NWCC has added Yearling Halter Non Pro Futurities – colts, fillies & gelding to the 2006 Zone One Show.  The fall OPHC/COPHC Show in Eugene will be a six judge show with NWCC approval for all six judges.
2006 NWCC Banquet will again be in Kah Nea Tah in Oregon.  There is now a new NWCC Points Keeper – Susan Carlson – she will have a new Points Program and will have points on the NWCC Website.  There will also be a list of all persons who have joined clubs on the website – if you do not see your name contact your club secretary and see why you are not on it.  It will be up to the
individuals to keep track of if you are signed up.  If one does not have computer you can go to Public Library and check.  There was a 2007 NWCC Year End Awards Proposal from the Cascade PHC presented at the February NWCC meeting.  It was:

1. Collect $1.00 per entry to be designated for year end awards only

2. Collect a .25 cent NWCC administration fee only

3. All owners and exhibitors, youth, amateur and open, must be members of an associated NWCC club in order to earn points toward an NWCC year end award

4. Each NWCC associated club will collect an additional $10.00 membership fee to be forwarded to NWCC to pay for national directors attending the APHA Work Shop and Convention.

After much discussion WSPHC members voted to turn this proposal down and keep the NWCC fees the same as 2005.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.    2006 Show Date: 

1. Show Managers Report:  Joy Bearden Show Manager – Joy passed around rough draft of our Show Premium to comments and changes – she is planning on having another Show Committee meeting the first of March – date, place and time will be announced.
2. Sponsor Coordinator Report:  Becky Rutledge reported that she is working on getting sponsors, has received some sponsorship and money from last year’s sponsors and a few new ones.
3. Raffle:  Janice Greene reported she has purchased a cash box for the raffle money

4. Equine Rescue Association: Joy or Debbie Moore – speaker at future meeting – tabled
5. Paint Bred/Breeding Stock Show Report:  This show was discussed at the February NWCC meeting – if we can get backing of other clubs NWCC will award NWCC year end award points for the show.  Linda Vance will ask APHA for some financial support.  Other clubs are taking this back to their clubs for discussion.  Edie Hill volunteered to work this show for cost and Linda has volunteered to announce the show.
6. Club of Distinction Activities:  We need a couple of activities that club members can participate in rather than just giving money to groups – such as Habitat for Humanities, cloth sorting, Public Service (Marylee Peters is checking into this through the 4-H), etc. – if any member has ideas PLEASE bring to next meeting or give Joy Bearden a call –

6. Add Jackpot Futurities – a motion was made and seconded to add the following futurities to our show schedule:  2 Year Old HUS & WP, 3 & 4 Year Old HUS & WP & Non Pro HUS & WP. These classes will be Jackpot with $100 added – Passed.  Becky Brock and Shawn Kingma will work on $100 sponsors for these classes.
