COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Zone One: Jeri Stone reported that the 2006 Zone One Show was one of the best shows Zone One has had – classes were good size and best of all most everyone got along – no big problems this year.

NWCC: The NWCC Futurities were good size this year – in 2007 there will not be a Reining Futurity as they have not filled – it will be replaced by another one.
WA Bred Paint Registry: No report
WSPHC Website: Joy read an e-mail from our Webmaster Diane Williams.  It is believed that Debbie Moore renewed our Domain name – we will check with her on this.  Diane submitted a bid to do our Website for 2007 of $320 if the Domain name needs to be done or $305 if not.  Cindy Foster has said she would do our Website for free.  A motion was made to have Cindy do our Website for 2007 and have her start on January 1.  Passed   A motion was made to ask Diane Williams if she would keep doing our Website until January 1 for a fee of $100.  Passed.  It was discussed that we need to keep our show sponsors on the Website and

on the show pages have something that says “Thank you for a successful show in 2006 – Check back later for information on our
2007 Star Spangled Classic.”  Maybe put the dates, location and show manager on these pages also.  If Cindy and Diane will not do our Website for 2007 we will contact Leila Styer who is doing several other club Websites.
The Evergreen (our newsletter):  Instead of several pages of business card ads in our newsletters which is a major cost for mailing it was decided to have a one page list that was in the show premium with Platinum, Silver, Gold etc with sponsors names under them and then have at the bottom of the page “For more information on our Show and Raffle sponsors see our Website at:  www.wsphc.com”

A.    2006 Show Date: 

a. Show Managers Report:  Joy Bearden Show Manager gave a brief report on our 2007 show – all in all we had a very good and successful show.  One the bill from Tacoma Unit there was no charge for the Spur Room as in the past.  The Unit has informed us that vendor, K Bar S Tack, is not longer welcomed at shows held at the Unit.  Camper Cop Dean did a GREAT JOB and started the exhibitors show off right with a smile and help in finding their stalls and hook ups.  We were down a couple of stalls but up in some other areas.  Tacoma Unit had upped the cost of shavings by $30.00 a section.  The club members help was really good at most times. 
b.        Sponsor Coordinator Report:  Becky Rutledge reported that our sponsorship was down this year for various reasons and she will do a complete inventory of items we have left from the show and get it to Alexis Tomanelli and Joy to see what we can use a for our Year End awards and our drawing from tickets given out at the door.  Also Becky has offered to help with sponsorship for the Solid Paint Bred Show our club is helping to put on in November and she will see what items we can use for this show that we have left.  Becky announced that she is stepping down as Sponsor Coordinator.  Mary Lee Peters has stepped forward to do this job for our 2007 show.  There was some discussion on having signs like Zone One did at their show with “Official Show Sponsor” for our sponsors.  We will 
         ask Brandy’s mom if she will do them.
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c. Raffle:  Janice Green reported that this years raffle made almost $500 for our #2 YDF Scholarship.  Janice said she would get things for the raffle for our 2007 Show but does not want to handle at the show.  Gladys said the youth group will sell the tickets and do the drawing.

B. Solid Paint Bred/Breeding Stock Show Report:  In Linda’s absents Jeri reported that the NWCC Committee voted to allow WSPHC a variance for this years Solid Paint Bred Show so it could be NWCC approved.   We also need to have this show posted on Karen’s Website and make sure she get premium in her flyer for the shows in October.  We need to get APHA approval for this show also.  Mary Lee asked if she could get a copy of the Sponsors letter from Becky – Becky said she will need to get an updated version from Linda.
