Presentation of Bills:  Jeri presented bills for copies & other Secretarial expenses as well as a bill for renewing our 

membership in the Washington State Horse Council ($100) and our nonprofit renewal ($10.00) with the State of Washington.  Voted to pay these bills.  Passed

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Zone One: Jeri Stone reported:  The Zone One Representative Council meeting was held on February 17 in The Dallas, OR – the 2006 show lost money again this year, the Z. O. Rep. Council voted to raise stall fees to $100, $135 after August 1 and $150 after show starts – first bedding then bailed shavings to be sold at show for $6.00 per bail,  2007 Z. O. Show will offer $1000 for High Point Awards ($750 for the English High Points), added six more SPB Halter Classes, will have $1000 APHA Gelding Plus Awards for Open, Youth and Amateur whose owners live in Zone One, Photographer Don Trout, NO DOGS – must be kept in campers or small pen in camping area – STRICKLY INFORCED THIS YEAR, New website: Showmyhorse.com where you can preregister your classes for all shows that Edie Hill is the Secretary, bid for 2008-2010 given to Albany Fair & Expo Center, Z. O. Member of Year: Annie Suratt, discussion on splitting the Amateur classes – at this time we cannot afford to do this as the cost to Zone One would be around $7000 – if someone would like to sponsor this let Z. O. Reps know, WSPHC’s Z. O. Representatives & Joy, our club’s President said WSPHC would sponsor two Res. High Point Jackets (Reserve High Point Novice Youth & Walk/Trot) again this year – cost $320.  A vote was taken by club members to sponsor these two Reserve High Point Zone One Jacket Awards.  Passed

NWCC Report:  – Linda Vance reported: NWCC Meeting February 17 in The Dallas, OR – NWCC has gone back to declaration forms – after you pay your club membership Jeri will send you a declaration form and NWCC rules along with your WSPHC Membership card.  Jeri will send the NWCC WSPHC’s memberships to Susan Carlson so Susan will track your points – Also to Ami Boal-Bennett – to be put on the NWCC Membership List.  The NWCC Declaration Form must be filled out and along with a copy of your horse(s) papers sent to Susan Carlson – the 2007 NWCC Points Keeper. DO NOT SEND THE NWCC DECLARATION FORM BACK TO JERI.  Read the NWCC rules and check the NWCC Website to make sure your name is on it and your points are correct.  It is up to you to keep track.  The 2007 NWCC Directory is out – Linda suggested that next year (2008) WSPHC consider having a one page ad in color.

Washington Bred:  Debbie Moore read a Thank You letter to WSPHC from the Washington Bred Paint Registry – how wonderful it was to have their Year End Awards at our Banquet.  She asked if WSPHC would like to sponsor the 2007 Washington Bred High Point Youth again this year.  A motion was made to sponsor the 2007 WA Bred High Point Youth – cost $100 – motion Passed.
Debbie also told the group that because the Rainier Paint Horse Club Show will not being held in 2007 that the Washington Bred

Weanling Futurity would be at the Inland Northwest Show in Spokane, WA.

WSPHC Website: Linda has taken the computer that Joy and Dean donated and is having it professionally wiped clean of all of their files and re-set to the original factory settings.  The cost will be around $75.00. A motion was made to pay for this. Passed

to support the APHA Youth and Youth clubs.  In one day our youth sold $100 worth of tickets.
